General Rules

1. A good standard of behaviour is required atiraiés.

2. Boarders are required to comply with instructigiven to them by persons with
authority.

3. Except in special circumstances no Boarderbelpermitted to visit Boarding
between 8.30am and 3.10pm.

4. While recognising that friendships will natuyatlevelop in a co-educational

situation, no physical contact is permitted.
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Specific Rules

1 No male boarder may enter a female room and maleeboarder may enter a
male room at any time, for any reason.

2. No boarder may leave his/her house betweerslighit and morning call.

Infringement of either of the above is a most serigs breach of the rules and may
lead to parents being asked to remove the boarderdm boarding, the School, or
both.

3. Smoking of cigarettes the use of illicit druggossession of associated
implements, and the misuse of prescription drugssaictly forbidden in the
boarding house, at School or during activities imitihe School’s jurisdiction.
Breaking this rule will result in severe consequenc

4. Possession, supply or consumption of alcohalitkd is not allowed in boarding
or at any boarding function. Boarders may not hiawbeir possession
containers that have had alcohol in them.

5. The use of physical coercion or intimidatiomat acceptable at any time.

6. Boarders must respect the property of both tte& and other students. No
boarder is to enter another’s room or touch or sk@pment which does not
belong to them, without permission.

Living Areas

All boarders are responsible for keeping their reditty. Rooms must be ready for
inspection by 8.15am on weekdays. During weekeadsis should be kept tidy at all
times.

The following is a list of requirements for keepiagoom tidy:

Desks should be neat.

Clothes should be neatly put away.

Beds should be made with covers neatly arranged.

Shoes should be put away.

All rubbish should be removed from the floor.

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Computers

1. Boarders have access to computers in each bganduses and also the
School’'s computers during School time and aftero®8thn the Library.

2. Boarders are encouraged to have their own laggopputers however, internet
access is not available on personal computers.

3. Computer games/ DVD'’s are not to be viewed @uRrep.

4. Another student may not use another person’paten unless the owner has
given permission. If the said item is damaged the owners responsibility.

Pocket Money

1. It is recommended that Boarders in Years 7,8r&ceive no more than $100
per term (approx. $10 per week).

2. Boarders should not keep large sums of monéyein rooms.

3. Boarders are encouraged to have access to beourds and to use their ATM
cards for added convenience.

Private Parties

1. Boarders are permitted to attend private partggenerally those organised by
day students’ parents), providing the Head of Hosisatisfied, after
consultation with the hosts, that, arrangementssapervision will be adequate.

2. Parents will also be required to give permissartheir child to attend such a
party. Parents are advised to contact the resplersilults running the party to
confirm that the supervision will be adequate. ets should advise the Head of
House on the Wednesday prior to the party.

1. Boarders who are sick at School report to tHeo8lcoffice.

When
necessary doctors appointments’ will be made femth
3. Boarders who are ill at home should not retarBaarding until they are well.
4. Medical, dental and other appointments for Beesanust be arranged through
the House staff so that transportation can be @gédn
5. Boarders who have appointments will be taketheéa appointment by Boarding
staff.
6. Prescription medications are to be held by tbar8ing staff and given to
students at the required times.
Travel

The Houses have access to a mini bus, larger labia &oyota Troop Carrier. Bus
bookings are made with the Head of Boarding.

Any students visiting the Kalgan Café across tteelibom the School need to let a
House parent know, sign out and have a Year 12 @ctompany them. There is to be
no more than 3 students plus a Year 11 or 12 tacgass to the shop at any one time.

1. Full Boarders usually have the opportunity wtriends on normal school
weekends.

2. Parents must telephone, fax, write or emaiHbad of House by Wednesday
evening giving permission for a visit to occur. &leveekend arrangements,
including collection drop off times, will need te indicated.

4. Parents need to fax., phone or email the He&tbate by Wednesday evening
that their child is going home for the weekend.

5. On Sundays, boarders are asked to return froskevel visits by 9 pm.

6. Parents are reminded that the commitments todeand weekend sport must be
honoured.

Visitors

1. All visitors are required to report to the baagdstaff on duty before spending
time with a boarder.

2. Visitors can only be entertained in the commuamahs of the house.

3. Boarders are responsible for the behaviour aif tjuest.

4. Visitors must comply with house rules.

5. Boarders should not congregate with visitorthencar park.

6. Parents are welcome at the Boarding House atirmey however, it would be

appreciated if disruptions during Prep and meagsirmould be kept to a
minimum.
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Cars

Only Year 12 Boarders may be granted permissidimming a car into Boarding.
Cars may only be used for transport to and f8mmool and home.

Parents must write to the Headmaster requegé&ngission for their son or
daughter to drive to and from the School. Thestethould include a list of
authorised passengers, named individually. lHkeadmaster grants permission
he will then advise the Head of Boarding.

Parents who wish to give permission for their sodaughter to be a passenger
in a car driven by a student should request peramgsom the Headmaster in
writing. If the Headmaster grants permission hietiven advise the Head of
Boarding. No travel by car will be permitted uritie above requirements are
met.

Car keys must be left with the Head of House.

BOARDERS REQUIREMENTS FOR 2008

Full school uniform items and school bag, school stationery and study
materials. Every item of clothing and property must be clearly marked with sew/iron-
on name labels or laundry marker pen.

Casual clothes including pyjamas, slippers or ugg boots and dressing gown,
footwear for school, rain, sun and at home, shirts, tops and warm
jacket/jumpers.

Small Padlock

Overnight/weekend bag

Laundry basket and laundry washing liquid and 12 coat hangars
Personal toiletries in toilet bag including soap in a soap container or liquid soap,
shower cap, tissues, deodorant, toothpaste/brush, hair brush etc.
Umbrella or rain coat/jacket

Bathers, beach towel, sun hat and sunglasses

Sun block and insect repellent

Spare shoelaces and black shoe shine/polish, sewing Kit.

Desk lamp, personal music/CD player with headphones
Sleeping bag for camps, torch with spare batteries and globe,
Lunch box and drink bottle, thermos for winter.

Doona cover and 2 pillow slips, 2 sets of bed sheets, 2 bath towels (doona and
pillow provided, sheets and towels laundered by the School each fortnight).

Pocket money in excess of $10.00 can be kept by the House Parents, and
students will be able to collect as needed.

Students will have access to laundry facilities for their personal laundry.
Students have the use of kitchen facilities. Special food items and treats may
be brought and stored in labeled containers in the kitchen pantry or fridge. No

food is to be kept in rooms.

Homelink phone facility should be organized prior to arrival or pre-paid phone
card supplied.

Candles, incense, oil burners and matches are not permitted.
Students may bring their bike and helmet, surf board or boogie board, skate

board, rollerblades or other personal sporting equipment for their own use.
These items must be stored in the Rec Room and not in bedrooms.
